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PHISHINGé 
WHAT IS IT? 

 
 

 
Phishing is the fraudulent attempt to obtain sensitive  

information such as usernames, passwords and credit card details by disguising one-
self as a trustworthy entity in an electronic  

communication.   
 

Typically carried out by email spoofing or instant messaging, it often directs users to 
enter personal information at a fake website which matches the look and feel of the 

legitimate site. 

 
Here are some clues indicating an email is actually a scam  
1. The email is not addressed to you by name.  
2. Grammatical errors within the body of the email. 
3. The scammers try to reassure recipients by encouraging them to confirm the email is from the le-
gitimate websiteé.. by using a link they provide.  

4. Look at the return email address; this shows the true email address displayed when you hover 
your mouse over any link on this page (which is a red flag in itself, what company would have all of 
these actions point to the same link?). See that the website is actually not the website of the com-
pany. The scammer may add the name of the legitimate website after their websiteôs true name in 
an attempt to look legitimate, but this site is anything but legitimate. 

 
Seeing any one of these flaws is enough to tell you the email is a phishing attempt ï but what if these errors 
arenôt present?  

So how can you guarantee you donôt fall for a phishing scam? 

1. Use your own link. If you use the company, you may already have a bookmark for the website 
you can use. If not, use a search engine and type in the companyôs name, then use the link from 
your search engine to go to the correct site. If the email is legitimate, you will see the same infor-
mation when you log into your account on the legitimate site. This is the ONLY way to guarantee 
you land on the legitimate site. If you use the link (or phone number) in an email, IM, and on a 
website/blog site/forum/social network/text message, etc., where you land (or who you talk to) 
is their choice, not yours. The website they take you to (or the ôbank managerô on the phone) may 
be a very convincing copy, but if you enter your information it will be stolen and abused.  

2. Install or activate a web tool that identifies malicious sites for you so you know the website 
you find is legitimate. There are several tools that will do this for you. Every standard browser 
now has a tool you can turn on to alert you if a website you are about to click on, or just clicked on, 
is safe or malicious. 

 
If you find you are the victim of a phishing scam, change all of your passwords immediately. If you use the 
same password for multiple sites (we hope you don't), cybercriminals could be in the process of trying to ac-
cess other commonly used sites. Consider using a password manager in the future to lower your risk profile, 
and make sure you have an antivirus solution with secure web browsing features installed and up to date.
